IN LAST WEEKõS GOSPEL we saw the disciples  
riding high. They had, through Peter, acknowledged 
that Jesus, their teacher and friend, was no less than 
the long-awaited Messiah-King of Israel. ñYou are the 
Christ, the Son of the Living God.ò It must have been a 
really exciting moment for them. This, in turn, brought 
from Jesus a commission of the highest responsibility 
to Peter and his fellow disciples. Through Jesus, they 
were to be given the authority of God himself within 
their future communities. Peter himself is spoken of as 
a rock, firm and unshakeable, on which the ekklesia, 
the Church community, will be built. ... However, the 
euphoria was not to last very long. Very soon after 
this, ñJesus began to make it clear to his disciples that 
he was destined to go to Jerusalem and suffer  
grievously at the hands of the elders and chief priests 
and scribes, to be put to death and to be raised up on 
the third day.ò This, undoubtedly, comes as a terrible 
shock. This was not at all part of the scenario for the 
coming of the Messiah!
